Our Kindergarten meets Monday through Friday and PK-3 and PK-
4 have a variety of options of “days to attend” (see classes & 

tuition).  Class hours are 9:00am – 1:00pm.
Students bring their lunch and eat in the classrooms. All 

students in the preschool program must be fully potty trained.

Each class curriculum is developmentally age appropriate and is 
designed to challenge and encourage students in preparation for 

elementary school. 
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CDO is open Tues. - Fri. for Babies & Tiny Tots &

Mon. – Fri. for Big Tots. We provide morning childcare
9:00 am to 1:00 pm for babies and toddlers, three months 

through two years of age.                                                                               
CDO classes are divided according to ages: Babies (turn one 

after Sept 1st), Tiny Tots (turn one before Sept. 1st and will turn 
two during the school year), & Big Tots (must be two before 

Sept. 1st and will turn three during the school year).  Parents may 
choose one or two days/weekly for children under two years of 

age, and up to five days for those over 2 years old.

Summer Fun
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A non-refundable registration fee is 
due at the time of registration.  No 
child is officially enrolled until the 
registration fee is paid.  The 
registration fee is the same amount 
as the monthly tuition but is in 
addition to the tuition.
Families with more than one child in 
the program will have the smaller 
registration fee reduced by 10%.

Monthly tuition is based on an annual 
fee divided into 9 monthly payments 
(Aug. - April) and is due by the 15th 

of each month. A $5 late fee is 
assessed on late accounts.   

  

Families with more than one child 
enrolled will receive a 10% tuition 
reduction on the smaller monthly 
tuition.
A %5 tuition discount will be given 
to families who pay the entire year’s 
tuition by Sept. 1st.

Student admission is open to all families 
and is based on space availability without 
regard to race, religion, and national or 

ethnic origin.  Age requirements for each 
class are enforced.

Students under 24 months can attend 
one or two days/ weekly only.

morning childcare and education for young 
children in a caring Christian environment.  

Registration begins in January of the 
upcoming school year.  Contact the school 
office for the opening date.

The playground is open to the 
general public whenever school is not in 
session.  For safety & security reasons, 
the playground is closed to the public 
during school hours.

There are two four week sessions during 
the months of June and July on Tuesdays, 
Wednesdays, & Thursdays for children 6 
months through 10 years of age.   The 
hours of operation are different from the 
school year being rolled ahead ½ hour to 
9:30am – 1:30pm.  Registration for the 
summer program begins in March.  Each 
year centers on a theme with activities of 
art, music, and loads of outdoor time.
